Attach the clamp mount (A) to a work 
surface (min. 10mm, max. 60mm depth). 
Tighten the clamp so it is firmly in place.

Connect ELEVATE 
stand (E) into the  
clamp mount (A). 

Dismantle the 
clamp part (A).

Remove the mounting boss 
from the clamp frame…

…and unscrew the circular 
clamp piece from below. 

Using a 6.5mm drill bit,  
carefully drill a hole  
through the work surface. 

Insert piece C into the side  
of the mounting boss then  
push the long screw (B) down  
through the centre of the boss.

Push through the drilled hole, 
attach the circular clamp 
piece beneath and tighten 
with the wingnut (D).

Move the arms to get 
ELEVATE into the desired 
position and tighten each  
of the joints (a, b, c).

Fix your microphone (maximum 
weight 1kg) to the end connector, 
using or removing the 3/8-5/8” 

thread adaptor as required.

Use the channels and clips 
along the arms of ELEVATE to 
keep your mic cable tidy.
